Pray  Pray and ask God to show 

you areas of your life that 

might need to be pruned.  

Ask Him to prune those  

things from your life.  Ask 

Him to help you want to 

learn more about Him. 

Pray and ask God to help 

you remain in Him and rely 

on Him for everything.  Ask 

Him to help you produce 

good fruit.  Ask Him to help 

you understand when there 

are areas of your life that 

are not producing good fruit 

and ask for forgiveness.  

Pray and thank God for 

helping you produce good 

fruit.  Ask God to use you 

to do His will.  Thank God 

for loving you enough to 

care for you and help you 

do the things He has 

asked you to do.  

Pray and ask God to help 

you be useful to His plan 

and purposes.  Ask Him to 

keep you focused on Him 

and not distracted by 

things of this world.  

Thank God for His involve-

ment in your life.   

Pray and Thank God for 

His love and involvement 

in your life.  Ask God to 

show you ways you can 

rely on Him more.  Ask 

God to help you be a light  

and to share Him with the 

people you see everyday.
